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1. The "Elevator Pitch" (The Opening)
· "This bill is the legislative 'how' to the regional growth goals of the Sierra Gateway Alliance."
· "We are consolidating two underperforming assets into one world-class destination to stop our tax dollars from leaking to Colorado and Utah."
· "It moves New Mexico from 8th place in the region to a leader in the $244 billion outdoor economy."
2. Addressing the Money (The Fiscal Defense)
· The Request: "$8.5M for Phase 1. This isn't just 'spending'; it’s a 6:1 ROI seed investment."
· The Revenue: "By Year 10, this project generates over $11 million in annual tax revenue."
· The Jobs: "This will create 950 direct jobs in a region with a 27% poverty rate."
3. Addressing Management (The Sovereignty Defense)
· Why not a Federal NRA? "Because we want New Mexico control, not federal bureaucracy. This keeps 100% management with our State Parks Division."
